Amman Stack Exchange

94 % of ASE Listed Companies Complied
with the Requirement to Submit their
2020 Audited Annual Financial Reports
within the Specified Period

The ASE received Financial Statements of the 94% out of
178 listed companies have provided the ASE with their
audited annual financial statements for the period ended
31/12/2020 during the specified period in the Directives
of Listing Securities, through the e- disclosure System
XBRL. This high percentage reflects the compliance of
listed companies with the laws and regulations, and
the commitment of such companies to the principles of
transparency and disclosure.

all companies listed on the ASE should provide to the ASE
with their audited annual reports within the specified period,
according to the Directives for Listing Securities on the ASE.
The ASE posts these financial statements on the ASE website
www.exchange.jo under Circulars and Disclosures/ Annual
Reports window.

It is noteworthy that five companies namely Philadelphia
Insurance, Jordan Electric Power, International Cards,
Alentkaeya for Investment & Realestate Development
and Jordan Poultry Processing & Marketing have failed to
provide the ASE with their audited annual reports for the
period ended on 31/12/2020 during the specified period.
Accordingly, the ASE suspended their shares from trading
as of Thursday 1/4/2021. The trading in companies' shares
will remain suspended until they provide the ASE with the
required financial statements.

the ASE will also continue suspending the trading in shares
of Jordan Press Foundation/AL-RA'l Company, Jordan
Projects for Tourism Development Company and Jordanian
co. for Developing & Financial Investment Company, for
failing to provide the ASE with their previous financial
statements, in addition to the audited financial statements
for the period ended 31/12/2020, noting that the shares of
these companies shall continue to be available for trading in
the Unlisted Securities Market (OTC), also the ASE continues
suspending the trading in shares of Al-Egbal Investment
Company .
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Besides that four companies namely int'l Arabian
Development and Investment Trading, Intermediate
Petrochemicals Industries, Travertine and Jordan Wood
Industries / JWICO have failed to comply with the listing
conditions in the second market within the specified period.
Accordingly, the shares of the above mentioned companies
will be delisted from the ASE and shall be allowed for
trading at the over-the counter (OTC) market.

The ASE Index Quarterly Review

ASE has conducted the periodic quarterly review of the
ASE index constituents in purpose of ensuring that the ASE
General Price Index reflects the market performance and the
trading activity of the listed companies. By this rebalancing,
the activity of listed companies in regard to trading during
the last quarter has been reviewed. After that, the ASE has
conducted its screening process for all listed companies
based on the criteria used by the ASE represented by full
market capitalization of the companies and the number of
trading days during last quarter.

As a result of this review, 5 companies have been excluded
from the index sample and other 5 companies have been
added. The companies that have been excluded from the
index sample were: Middle East Insurance, Arabia Insurance
Company - Jordan, National Insurance, Nutri Dar, and
Northern Cement.

The companies that have been added to the index sample
were: Al-Zarga Educational & Investment, Jordan Trade
Facilities, Jordan Express Tourist Transport, Century
Investment Group, and Al-Dawliyah for Hotels & Malls.
As part of the process, the ASE calculated the free float for
all listed companies on the ASE based on the data Received
from the Securities Depository Center. This review also
includes the reduction of the weights for some companies
to maintain the 10% cap that applied to index constitutes.

The index sample includes the most active 100 companies
at the ASE and the highest in terms of market capitalization.
The full market capitalization of the index constituents
represents 84.1% of the total market capitalization of
the companies listed on the ASE. The free float market
capitalization of the index constitutes represents 94.5%
of the total free float market capitalization of the listed
companies on the ASE.
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As for the ASE20 index the full market capitalization of the
index constituents represents 71.7% of the total market
capitalization of the companies listed on the ASE, while the
free float market capitalization of these companies is 83.0%
of the total free float market capitalization of the ASE listed
companies.

Gender and Private Sector Officer at the IFC, and Mr. Jamal
Fariz the Vice Chairman in UN Global Compact.

Mr. Mazen Wahaifi, the CEO of the ASE, said that the Stock

107 stock exchanges and CCPs around the world that will
‘ring the bell’ to mark International Women's Day under this
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year's theme “Women in leadership: Achieving an equal
future in a COVID-19 world”.

Mr. Wathaifi explained that the theme recognizes the
distinguished efforts of Jordanian women in leadership
positions and women-led organizations during the
challenging period of the COVID-19 pandemic, including
their important contribution to more inclusive decisions-
making, policies and legislative reforms.

Through the adoption
of the Women Empowerment Principles, UN Women is
supporting private sector partners for corporate delivery
on gender dimensions of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development, including pay equity, gender-responsive
supply chain and workplace policies.”

Dr.Dayyat from Amman Stock Exchange
inthe WFE'S Women Leaders 2021

The judging committee consisting of 9 members, including
heads of regulators and global stock exchanges, which
was formed by the World Federation of Exchanges (WFE),
selected Dr. Rasha Dayyat, Director of the Planning and
Institutional Development Department at Amman Stock
Exchange, to be among the list of women leaders in global
stock exchanges as part of the Federation's initiative aimed
at highlighting the leading women In the stock exchanges of
the world.

Where the federation asked its 250 members to nominate
women for this list, and the female candidates should
answer the questions related to this initiative, which reflect
the vision and perception of women working in the financial
markets for progress and development in work and in the
field of work of stock exchanges in particular, and shows
her previous experiences in various fields. International
stock exchanges, including the Amman Stock Exchange,
submitted their nominations, which amounted to 60 female
candidates competing to enter the list of leading women
in stock exchanges around the world, and 21 women were
selected from the candidates to be on the list announced by
the Federation.

A special issue will be published by the World Federation of
Exchanges, in FOCUS magazine, which highlights the stories
of the 21 WFE's women leaders.

The participation of ASE in this initiative derived from its
belief in the importance of the effective participation of
women and equal opportunities in leadership at all levels
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of decision-making in the political, economic and public
scopes, and in implementing the sustainability standards
related to this aspect.

It's worth mentioning that the World Federation of
Exchanges Established in 1961, and the headquartered
in London, includes 57 members. The WFE exchanges are
home to nearly 53,000 listed companies, and the market
capitalisation of these entities is over $93 trillion

The ASE Performance During March

A number of the ASE performance indicators revealed
an increase during March 2021. The Trading value at the
ASE increased until March reaching JD525, 57 million; an
increase of 84.82% compared with JD284,37 million for the
same period of the last year. The number of traded shares
increased to reach 486,71 million shares in comparison
with 261,21 million shares for the same period of last year,
a 86.33% increase. The number of executed transactions
increased to 185,14 thousand transactions, an increase of
62.30% in comparison with the same period of last year.

The ASE price Index weighted by free float shares increased
to reach 1772.3 point at the end of March , an increase of
6.94% compared with 1761.4 point for the same period of
the last year this came as a result of the increase of the
financial sector index by 3.07% , the service sector index by
2.93%, and the industry sector index increase by 28.94%,
the index weighted by market capitalization closed at 3279.4
point at the end of March , which shows %7.54 increase in
comparison with the end of 2020.

The market capitalization of listed companies decreased
by JD842 million reaching JD13,749 billion, 6.52% increase
against the end of year 2020, and constituting 44.2%of GDP.
