Reelecting the ASE as a Board of
Directors Member of the Federation of
Euro Asian Stock Exchanges (FEAS)

Reelecting the Amman Stock Exchange (ASE) represented
by the Executive Director Mazen Wathafi, a member of
the Board of Directors of the Federation of Euro Asian
Stock Exchanges (FEAS), during the thirty-second annual
general assembly held on Tuesday 22/06/2021, via
visual technology. With the participation of the executive
managers of stock exchanges and depository centers
members. The ASE got 34 votes out of a total of 39
members.

A new board of directors’ members for the Federation
was elected, which included Amman Stock Exchange,
the Egyptian Exchange, Kazakhstan Stock Exchange,
Armenia Securities Exchange, Athens Stock Exchange,
Irag Stock Exchange, Muscat Stock Exchange, Sydney
Stock Exchange, the Tehran Stock Exchange, European
Bank for Reconstruction and Development EBRD, and the
Muscat Clearing and Depository Company.

During the meeting, the new board of directors has elected
the Egyptian Stock Exchange as Chairman of the Board
and the Kazakhstan Stock Exchange as Vice Chairman,
in addition to that a new member to the Audit Committee
was elected, which included Palestine Exchange, Central
Depository of Armenia, Cyprus Stock Exchange, Iran Fara
Boursa and the Republican Stock Exchange Toshkent.

Mr. Wathaifi added that this is an indication of the
members’ appreciation of the important role played by
the ASE in the federation during the previous years and
its active participation in its activities and committees,
and in recognition of the recent development of the
Jordanian capital market and the modernization of its
legislative and technical frameworks within a strategic
plan that seeks to upgrade the capital market and
improve the investment climate in accordance with the
latest international standards and practices.

It's worth mentioning that the Federation of Euro-Asian
Stock Exchanges (FEAS) was established in 1995 with
12 founding members at that time including the Amman
Stock Exchange currently there are 39 members.
The purpose of the Federation is to contribute to the
cooperation, development, support and promotion of
capital markets in the Euro-Asian Region (i.e. Europe,
Asia and the Mediterranean Basin.
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The ASE Index Quarterly Review

ASE has conducted the periodic quarterly review of the
ASE index constituents in purpose of ensuring that the
ASE General Price Index reflects the market performance
and the trading activity of the listed companies. By this
rebalancing, the activity of listed companies in regard
to trading during the last quarter has been reviewed.
After that, the ASE has conducted its screening process
for all listed companies based on the criteria used by
the ASE represented by full market capitalization of the
companies and the number of trading days during last
quarter.

As a result of this review, 7 companies have been
excluded from the index sample and other 7 companies
have been added. The companies that have been excluded
from the index sample were: High Performance Real
Estate Investments, Jordan Industrial Resources, Darat
Jordan Holdings, Al-Zarga Educational & Investment, The
Consultant & Investment Group, Jordan Trade Facilities,
and Al-Faris National Company for Investment & Export.
The companies that have been added to the index
sample were: Jordan Dairy, Jordan Insurance, Siniora
Food Industries, Arab Jordanian Insurance Group, Arab
International Hotels, Contempro for Housing Projects,
and Arab Company for Investment Projects.

As part of the process, the ASE calculated the free float
for all listed companies on the ASE based on the data
Received from the Securities Depository Center. This
review also includes the reduction of the weights for
some companies to maintain the 10% cap that applied to
index constitutes.

The index sample includes the most active 100
companies at the ASE and the highest in terms of
market capitalization. The full market capitalization
of the index constituents represents 92.6% of the total
market capitalization of the companies listed on the
ASE. The free float market capitalization of the index
constitutes represents 95.8% of the total free float
market capitalization of the listed companies on the ASE.
As for the ASE20 index the full market capitalization of the
index constituents represents 80.1% of the total market
capitalization of the companies listed on the ASE, while

The ASE Performance during June

A number of the ASE performance indicators revealed
an increase during June 2021. The Trading value at the
ASE increased until June reaching JD1,129 billion; an
increase of 171.67% compared with JD415,61 million
for the same period of the last year. The number of
traded shares increased to reach 906,29 million shares
in comparison with 403,33 million shares for the same
period of last year, a 124.70% increase. The number of
executed transactions increased to 427,36 thousand
transactions, an increase of 162.77% in comparison with
the same period of last year.

The ASE price Index weighted by free float shares
increased to reach 2098.8 point at the end of June, an
increase of 26.65% compared with 2102.6 point for the
same period of the last year this came as a result of the
increase of the financial sector index by 17.64% , the
service sector index by 15.38 %, and the industry sector
index increase by 75.91%, the index weighted by market
capitalization closed at 4141.0 point at the end of June,
which shows %35.79 increase in comparison with the
end of 2020.

The market capitalization of listed companies increased
by JD3,077 billion reaching JD15.985 billion, 23.84%
increase against the end of year 2020, and constituting
51.5% of GDP.

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Foreign Investment Activity

e The value of shares purchased by Non-Jordanians in June
equaled JD19,34 million, 95.0% of which were purchased
by Arabs and 5.0% of which were purchased by Foreign.

e The value of shares sold by Non-Jordanians was JD29,29
million 67.4% of which were sold by Arabs and 32.6% of
which were sold by Foreign.

e During this month, net Non-Jordanian investments
showed 9,94JD million in negative.

e By the end of June , shares owned by Non-Jordanians
represented 49.0% of the ASE capitalization 34.4% of
which are owned by Arab investors and 14.6% by Non-
Arabs. At the sector level, the non-Jordanian ownership in
the financial sector was 53.5%, in the services sector was
21.6% and 53.4% in the industrial sector.
