Report on Review of the Condensed Interim Consolidated Financial Statements

Introduction:

We have reviewed the accompanying condensed interim consolidated financial statements of Al-Amal
Holding Company (a public shareholding company limited) and its subsidiaries (together referred to as
the “Group”) as at 31 March 2026. These comprise the condensed interim consolidated statement of
financial position as at 31 March 2026, and the condensed interim consolidated statement of profit or
loss, condensed interim consolidated statement of comprehensive income, condensed interim
consolidated statement of changes in equity, and condensed interim consolidated statement of cash
flows for the three-month period then ended, and notes thereto. Management is responsible for the
preparation and presentation of these condensed interim consolidated financial information in
accordance with International Accounting Standard (34) “Interim Financial Reporting”. Our
responsibility is to express a conclusion on these condensed interim consolidated financial statements
based on our review.

Scope of Review:

We conducted our review in accordance with International Standard on Review Engagements (2410)
“Review of Interim Financial Information Performed by the Independent Auditor of the Entity”. A review
of interim financial information consists primarily of making inquiries, primarily of persons responsible
for financial and accounting matters, and applying analytical and other review procedures. A review is
substantially less in scope than an audit conducted in accordance with International Standards on
Auditing and consequently does not enable us to obtain assurance that we would become aware of all
significant matters that might be identified in an audit. Accordingly, we do not express an audit opinion.

Conclusion:

Based on our review, nothing has come to our attention that causes us to believe that the accompanying
condensed interim consolidated financial statements are not prepared, in all material respects, in
accordance with International Accounting Standard (34).

Other Matters:

The Group'’s financial statements for the fiscal year ended 31 December 2025 were audited by another
auditor, who issued an unqualified opinion thereon dated 18 March 2026. The same auditor also
reviewed the financial statements for the period ended 31 March 2025 and issued an unqualified
conclusion dated 30 April 2025.

1) General

Al-Amal Holding Company (the “Company”) is a Jordanian public shareholding company limited,
registered on 17 October 2005 with the Companies Controller under registration number (370). The
Company was subsequently converted from a limited liability company to a public shareholding
company. The Company’s authorized and paid-up capital amounts to JD 15,000,000 divided into
15,000,000 shares with a nominal value of JD 1 per share.

The Company’s main activity is brokerage services for commissions, trading in financial securities
for its own account, providing financial consulting and investment services, borrowing from banks,
and buying, selling, leasing, and mortgaging movable and immovable assets necessary for the
Company’s operations. The Company may also acquire any rights, privileges, or assets it deems
necessary or appropriate for its activities, including land, buildings, machinery, transportation means,
or factories, and carry out any actions deemed necessary or appropriate to achieve its objectives.

In its extraordinary general assembly meeting held on 2 December 2025, it was resolved to change
the Company’s name in the Companies Register to “Al-Amal Holding Company” after it was
previously “Al-Amal Financial Investments Company”, and to amend the Articles of Association and
Memorandum of Association accordingly. The General Assembly also approved the establishment
of a limited liability company with a capital of JD 1,250,000 to carry out brokerage activities, which
will be wholly owned by Al-Amal Holding Company.

The condensed interim consolidated financial statements were approved by the Board of Directors
on 27 April 2026.

The Company’s head office is located in Amman - Housing Bank Complex, King Noor Street.

2) Basis of Preparation of the Interim Condensed Consolidated Financial Statements

The accompanying condensed interim consolidated financial statements have been prepared for the
three-month period ended 31 March 2026 in accordance with International Accounting Standard (34)
“Interim Financial Reporting”.

The condensed interim consolidated financial statements have been prepared under the historical
cost convention, except for financial assets measured at fair value through other comprehensive
income and financial assets measured at fair value through profit or loss, which are stated at fair
value. The Jordanian Dinar is the presentation currency of these condensed interim consolidated
financial statements, which represents the Group’s functional currency.

These condensed interim consolidated financial statements do not include all the information and
disclosures required in the annual financial statements and should be read in conjunction with the
Group’s annual report as at 31 December 2025. The results for the three-month period ended 31
March 2026 are not necessarily indicative of the expected results for the year ending 31 December
2026.

3) Critical accounting estimates and judgments

The Company makes certain future estimates and assumptions. Estimates and assumptions are
continuously evaluated based on historical experience and other factors, including expectations of
future events that the Company believes are reasonable. Actual results may differ from these
estimates and assumptions. The following are some of the significant accounting estimates used in
the preparation of the financial statements:

Expected credit loss/ provision for impairment of trade receivables:

Determining expected credit losses requires the Group’s management to make significant judgments
and assumptions in estimating the amounts and timing of future cash flows, as well as assessing any
significant increase in credit risk of financial assets after initial recognition, in addition to considering
forward-looking information for measuring expected credit losses. The Group also follows the policies
and methodology for applying International Financial Reporting Standard (9).

Useful life of property and equipment and investment properties:

The Group’s management estimates the useful lives of property and equipment and investment
properties for the purpose of calculating depreciation based on the expected use of these assets.
Management reviews the residual values and useful lives annually, and future depreciation expense
is adjusted if management believes that the useful lives differ from previous estimates.

Legal proceedings

The Company reviews outstanding legal cases by following up on developments in their legal
proceedings at each reporting date to assess the need to recognize provisions or disclose them in the
financial statements. Factors considered in determining provisions include the nature of the case, the
stage reached (including the period after the reporting date and before the issuance of the financial
statements), the opinion and views of legal advisors, previous experience in similar cases, as well as
management’s decisions on how to respond.

Income tax

The Company is subject to income tax. The determination of the income tax provision requires
significant estimates during the ordinary course of business. There are a number of transactions and
calculations for which the ultimate tax determination is uncertain. Accordingly, the Company
recognizes tax liabilities based on estimates of whether additional taxes and interest will be due.

Fair value of investment properties:

As at the reporting date, the Group assesses whether there is any indication that an asset may be
impaired. If such indication exists, or when an annual impairment test is required, the Group estimates
the recoverable amount of the asset. The recoverable amount is the higher of fair value less costs to
sell and value in use. Where it is not possible to estimate the recoverable amount of an individual
asset, the Group determines the recoverable amount of the cash-generating unit to which the asset
belongs. When the carrying amount of an asset or a cash-generating unit exceeds its recoverable
amount, the asset is considered impaired and is written down to its recoverable amount. In estimating
fair value less costs to sell, recent market transactions are taken into account if available; otherwise,
an appropriate valuation model is used. The Group did not recognize any impairment provision for
investment properties during the period.

4) Basis of Consolidation of the Interim Condensed Consolidated Financial Statements

The condensed interim consolidated financial statements include the financial statements of Al-Amal
Holding Company (the “Company”) and the following subsidiaries (together referred to as the
“Group”) as at 31 March 2026:

*Ishraqat Al-Amal Real Estate Investments Company (a private shareholding company limited) was
established in Jordan on 16 May 2024 with an authorized and paid-up capital of JD 2,000,000. The
subsidiary is wholly owned by Al-Amal Holding Company.

The main objectives of the company include buying and selling private real estate, owning and
developing residential and commercial projects, and managing properties. The Board of Directors, in
its meeting held on 29 December 2024, resolved to liquidate the company voluntarily in compliance
with the decision of the Securities Commission. The liquidation procedures are expected to be
completed during 2026. This decision had no impact on the financial statements, as the company had
not commenced any activities up to the date of the condensed interim consolidated financial
statements.

Control is achieved when the Group is exposed, or has rights, to variable returns from its involvement
with the investee and has the ability to affect those returns through its power over the investee.

Specifically, the Group controls an investee if and only if the Group has:

- The Group has power over the investee (i.e., existing rights that give the Group the current ability
to direct the relevant activities of the investee).

- The Group is exposed, or has rights, to variable returns from its involvement with the investee,
and

- The Group has the ability to use its power over the investee to affect its returns.

When the Group has less than a majority of the voting or similar rights in an investee, the Group
considers all relevant facts and circumstances in assessing whether it has power over the investee,
including:

The contractual arrangement with the other vote holders of the investee
- Rights arising from other contractual arrangements
- The Group's voting rights and potential voting rights

The Group re-assesses whether or not it controls an investee if facts and circumstances indicate that
there are changes to one or more of the three elements of control.

The Group reassesses whether it controls an investee if facts and circumstances indicate that there
are changes to one or more of the three elements of control.

The financial statements of a subsidiary are consolidated from the date on which control is obtained
until the date on which control ceases. The revenues and expenses of subsidiaries are consolidated in
the consolidated statement of comprehensive income from the date the Group gains control until the
date the Group ceases to control the subsidiaries.

Profit or loss and each component of other comprehensive income are attributed to the equity holders
of the parent company and to non-controlling interests, even if this results in a deficit balance of non-
controlling interests. When necessary, adjustments are made to the financial statements of
subsidiaries to align their accounting policies with those of the Group. All intra-group assets, liabilities,
equity, income, expenses, and profits or losses relating to transactions between the Group and its
subsidiaries are eliminated.

Changes in the Group’s ownership interest in a subsidiary that do not result in a loss of control are
accounted for within equity. When the Group loses control of a subsidiary, it derecognizes the assets
(including goodwill), liabilities, non-controlling interests, and other components of equity related to the
subsidiary, and recognizes any resulting gain or loss in profit or loss. Any retained investment is
remeasured at fair value.

7) Margin receivables

This item represents margin financing receivables, whereby the Group has granted facilities to margin
clients up to 50% of the market value of securities at the purchase date, provided that this percentage
does not fall below 20% (maintenance margin), which represents the minimum client contribution to
the market value of securities in their account, in accordance with the Margin Financing Instructions
for the year 2021 issued by the Securities Commission.

The balance of margin clients’ receivables bears an interest rate ranging between 9% and 14%,
calculated on a daily basis. It should be noted that the maintenance margin related to the Board of

Directors’ requirements is not less than 50%.

11) Investment in an associate

company limited), amounting to 19.34% of its capital of JD 5,000,000 as at 31 March 2026. The
investment in the associate is accounted for using the equity method in the condensed interim
consolidated financial statements.

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13) Investment properties

During 2021, the Group reached a settlement with a client to settle an outstanding balance of JD
1,333,181 in exchange for obtaining buildings and land as part of this settlement, after valuing these
investments at their fair value at that date. In addition, during 2024, the Group reached a settlement
with another client to settle an outstanding balance of JD 277,720 in exchange for obtaining land valued
at JD 262,336, after valuing these investments at their fair value at that date.

These properties were classified as investment properties, as the Group intends to hold them to
generate cash flows or for capital appreciation, or both. The Group estimated the fair value of the
investment properties with the assistance of an independent licensed real estate expert, who
determined the fair value of the investment properties as at 31 December 2025 at JD 1,428,316 using
the market comparison approach. In management’s opinion, the fair value of the investment properties
as at 31 March 2026 exceeds their carrying amount, and the valuation results prepared by management
as at 31 December 2025 remain valid.

Depreciation expense for the three-month period ended 31 March 2026 amounted to JD 2,014 (31
March 2025: JD 2,014).

14) Salaries, wages and benefits
