Opinion

1 GENERAL

Noor Capital Markets for Investments was established as a Public Shareholding Company on 14
December 2005 (previously the Middle East diversified Investments Company) with an authorized,
subscribed and paid in capital of JD 550,000, divided into 550,000 shares with a par value of 1 JD
per share. The capital of the company was increased during the previous years to reach JD
1,000,000 divided into 1,000,000 shares at a par value of JD 1 per share and an issuance discount
of JD 180,000.

The capital was increased by JD 1,000,000 to become JD 2,000,000 divided into 2,000,000 shares
at a par value of JD 1 per share with a share discount of JD 700,000 (0.700 fils per share) in
accordance with the General Assembly decision at its Extraordinary Meeting held on 24 April 2016.
The capital increase procedures were completed in the Ministry of Industry and Trade and the
Securities Commission during 2017.

The General Assembly decided in its extraordinary meeting held on 9 October 2017 to decrease the
Company's capital by JD 1,500,000 to become JD 500,000, divided into 500,000 shares at a par
value of JD 1 per share to write off accumulated losses by JD 825,391 and the share issue discount

by JD 674,609. The procedures were completed at the Ministry of Industry and Trade and the
Securities on 28 January 2018.

The General Assembly decided in its extraordinary meeting held on 9 October 2017 to increase the
Company'’s capital by 500,000 shares to become 1,000,000 shares at a par value of JD 1 per share
and with a share premium of 100 fils per share. The procedures for the capital increase with the

Ministry of Industry and Trade, and Jordan Securities Commission were not complete until the date
of these financial statements.

The Board of Directors approved the financial statements on 25 March 2018.

The principal activities of the company are to invest in real estate and security holding and to
manage the investment facilities.

2.1 BASIS OF PREPARATION

The financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with International
Financial Reporting Standards.

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention.

The financial statements are presented in Jordanian Dinars, which is the functional currency of the
Company.

2.2 CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the financial statements are consistent with those
used in the preparation of the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2016 except for
the followings:

Amendments to IAS 7 Statement of Cash Flows: Disclosure Initiative

Limited amendments which require entities to provide disclosures about changes in their liabilities
arising from financing activities, including both changes arising from cash flows and non-cash
changes (such as foreign exchange gains or losses). However, the adoption of these amendments
have no impact on the Company’s financial statements.

Amendments to IAS 12 Income Taxes: Recognition of Deferred Tax Assets for Un-
recognised Losses

Limited amendments to clarify that an entity needs to consider whether tax law restricts the sources
of taxable profits against which it may make deductions on the reversal of that deductible temporary

difference and some other limited amendments, the adoption of these amendments have no impact
on the Company’s financial statements.
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2.3 SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Property and Equipment

Property and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated
impairment loss, if any. Depreciation (except for land) is computed on a straight-line basis over the
estimated useful lives of assets as follows:

Equipment and office tools 20
Computers 35

The carrying values of property, plant and equipment are reviewed for impairment when events or
changes in circumstances indicate the carrying values may not be recoverable. If any such
indication exists and where the carrying values exceed the estimated recoverable amounts, the
assets are written down to their recoverable amount, and the impairment is recorded in the
statement of comprehensive income.

The useful life and depreciation method are reviewed periodically to ensure that the method and

period of depreciation are consistent with the expected pattern of economic benefits from items of
property and equipment.

Accounts receivable

Accounts receivable are stated at original invoice amount less an allowance for any uncollectible
amounts. An estimate for doubtful debts is made when collection of any amount is no longer
probable. Bad debts are written off when there is no possibility of recovery.

IMPAIRMENT OF FINANCIAL ASSETS

The Company assesses at each financial position date whether there is any objective evidence that
a financial asset or a group of financial assets are impaired. A financial asset or a group of financial
assets are considered impaired when there is objective evidence of impairment as a result of one or
more events (loss event) that occur after the asset’s initial measurement, that will have a direct and
reasonably estimated impact on its future cash flows. Permanent impairment indicators could
comprise of indications that the borrower or a group of borrowers are facing significant financial
difficulties, or neglect, or default in making interest or principal payments, and are likely to be
subject to bankruptcy or financial restructuring. Furthermore, permanent impairment indicators exist
when observable data indicates the existence of a measurable decrease in estimated cash flows
such as changes in the Company’s economic conditions due to negligence.

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Cash and cash equivalents

For the purpose of the statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents consists of cash
and short-term deposits that metures within three month.

Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss

Financial assets which are purchased with the aim of resale in the near future in order to
generate profit from the short-term market prices fluctuation or the trading profit margins.

Financial instruments at fair value through profit or loss are initially measured at fair value,
transaction costs are recorded in the income statement at the date of transaction.
Subsequently, these assets are revalued at fair value. Gains or losses arising on subsequent
measurement of these financial assets including the change in fair value arising from non-
monetary assets in foreign currencies are recognized in the income statement. Where these
assets or portion of these assets are sold, the gain or loss arising are recorded in the income
statement.

Dividend and interest income are recorded in the statement of comprehensive income.

Accounts payable and accruals

Liabilities are recognized for amounts to be paid in the future for services or goods received
whether billed by the supplier or not.

Provisions

Provisions are recognized when the Company has a present obligation (legal or constructive)

arising from a past event and the cost to settle the obligation is both probable and able to be
reliably measured.

Revenue and expense recognition

Revenue from sale is recognized when the significant risks and rewards of ownership have
passed to the buyer, and when revenue can be reliably measured.

Other revenues are recognized on an accrual basis.

Expenses are recognized using the accrual basis
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Fair value measurement

Fair values of financial instruments measured at amortised cost are.

Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in
an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date. The fair value
measurement is based on the presumption that the transaction to sell the asset or transfer
the liability takes place either:

e Inthe principal market for the asset or liability, or

e In the absence of a principal market, in the most advantageous market for the asset or
liability

The principal or the most advantageous market must be accessible to by the Company.

The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured using the assumptions that market
participants would use when pricing the asset or liability, assuming that market participants
act in their economic best interest.

A fair value measurement of a non-financial asset takes into account a market participant's
ability to generate economic benefits by using the asset in its highest and best use or by
selling it to another market participant that would use the asset in its highest and best use.

The Company uses valuation techniques that are appropriate in the circumstances and for
which sufficient data are available to measure fair value, maximising the use of relevant
observable inputs and minimising the use of unobservable inputs.

All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in the financial
statements are categorized within the fair value hierarchy, described as follows, based on
the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement as 3 whole:

e Level 1 - Quoted (unadjusted) market prices in active markets for identical assets or
liabilities

o Level 2 - Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair
value measurement is directly or indirectly observable

* Level 3 - Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair
value measurement is unobservable

For assets and liabilities that are recognized in the financial statements on a recurring basis,
the Company determines whether transfers have occurred between levels in the hierarchy by
re-assessing categorization (based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair
value measurement as a whole) at the end of each reporting period.
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Income Tax

Income tax provision is calculated in accordance with the income tax law no. (34) for the year
2014 and in accordance with IAS (12).

Foreign currencies

Transactions in foreign currencies are recorded at the rate ruling at the date of the
transaction. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are
retranslated at the rates of exchange ruling at the statement of financial position date. All
differences are taken to the statement of comprehensive income .

USE OF ESTIMATES

The preparation of the financial statements requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of financial assets and liabilities and disclosure
of contingent liabilities. These estimates and assumptions also affect the revenues and
expenses and the resultant provisions as well as fair value changes reported in equity. In
particular, considerable judgment by management is required in the estimation of the amount
and timing of future cash flows when determining the level of provisions required. Such
estimates are necessarily based on assumptions about several factors involving varying

degrees of judgment and uncertainty and actual results may differ resulting in future changes
in such provisions.

13 FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT

Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that results from the fluctuation in fair value on future cash flows of
financial instruments due to the change in interest rates.

The Company is not exposed to interest rate risk as it does not hold variable interest bearing assets
and liabilities.

Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk that one party to a financial instrument will fail to discharge an obligation and
cause the other party to incur a financial loss.

The Company believes it is not exposed to significant credit risk as it maintains its balance and
deposits in reputable financial institutions.

Liquidity risk

Liquidity risk is the risk that the Company will not meet its obligations under its financial liabilities
based on contractual maturity dates. The Company monitors its liquidity by ensuring availability of
funds to meet its obligations as they become due. The Company manages its assets and liabilities
in a manner that ensures the availability of sufficient cash to meet its commitments when due.

Most of the company's transactions are in Jordanian Dinars and US Dollars. The Jordanian Dinar is

pegged to the US dollar (USD 1.41 for 1 JD), accordingly, the Company is not exposed to
significant currency risk

14 CAPITAL MANAGEMENT

The main objective of the Company's capital management is to ensure that appropriate capital
ratios are maintained in a manner that supports the Company's activity and maximizes equity.

The Company manages the capital structure and makes necessary adjustments in light of changes
in working conditions. The objectives, policies and procedures relating to capital structure during the
year have not changed, except for the increase of the authorized and subscribed share capital by
1,000,000 shares of JD 1.00 per share, with a issuance discount of 700,000 dinars (0.700 fils per
share). Capital comprises paid in capital share, share capital issue discount, statutory reserve and
accumulated losses totalling JD 330,847 as at 31 December 2017 (2016: JD 13,496).

The General Assembly decided at its Extraordinary Meeting held on October 9, 2017 to decrease
the Company's capital by JD 1,500,000 to become JD 500 000 divided into 500,000 shares at a per
value of JD 1 per share to writ off accumulated losses by JD 825,391 and to the issue discount by
JD 674,609. The company completed the procedures with the Ministry of Industry and Trade and
the Securities Commission on 28 January 2018.

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The General Assembly decided in its extraordinary meeting held on 9 October 2017 to increase the
Company’s capital by 500,000 shares to become 1,000,000 shares at a par value of JD 1 per share
and with a share premium of 100 fils per share. The procedures for the capital increase with the
Ministry of Industry and Trade, and Jordan Securities Commission were not complete until the date
of these financial statements.

15 STANDARD ISSUED BUT NOT YET EFFECTIVE

The standards and interpretations that are issued but not yet effective, up to the date of issuance of
the Company’s financial statements are disclosed below. The Company intends to adopt these
standards, if applicable, when they become effective.

IFRS 9 Financial Instruments

In July 2014, the IASB issued the final version of IFRS 9 Financial Instruments that replaces IAS 39
Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement and all previous versions of IFRS 9. IFRS 9
brings together all three aspects of the accounting for financial instruments project: classification
and measurement, impairment and hedge accounting. The new version of IFRS 9 is effective for
annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2018, with early application permitted. Except for
hedge accounting, retrospective application is required; but providing comparative information is not
mandatory. For hedge accounting, the requirements are generally applied prospectively, with some
limited exceptions

The Company plans to adopt the new standard on the effective date and will not restate
comparative information.

(a) Classification and measurement

The Company does not expect a material impact on its balance sheet or equity on applying the
classification and measurement requirements of IFRS 9.

Loans as well as trade receivables are held to collect contractual cash flows and are expected to
give rise to cash flows representing solely payments of principal and interest. The Company
analysed the contractual cash flow characteristics of those instruments and concluded that they
meet the criteria for amortised cost measurement under IFRS 9. Therefore, reclassification for these
instruments is not required.

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(b) Impairment

IFRS 9 requires the Company to record expected credit losses on all of its debt securities, loans
and trade receivables, either on a 12-month or lifetime basis. The Company will apply the simplified
approach and record lifetime expected losses on all trade receivables. The Company has estimated
that the additional provision to be recorded resulting from the expected credit loss from its trade
receivables will not be material compared to the current requirements of provisioning for doubtful
trade receivables.

IFRS 15 Revenue from Contracts with Customers

IFRS 15 specifies the accounting treatment for all revenue arising from contracts with customers. It
applies to all entities that enter into contracts to provide goods or services to their customers, unless
the contracts are in the scope of other IFRSs, such as IAS 17 Leases. IFRS 15 supersedes IAS 11
Construction Contracts, IAS 18 Revenue, IFRIC 13 Customer Loyalty Programmes, IFRIC 15
Agreements for the Construction of Real Estate, IFRIC 18 Transfers of Assets from Customers; and
SIC-31 Revenue—Barter Transactions Involving Advertising Services. The standard is effective for
annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2018, and early adoption is permitted.

During 2017, the Group has performed an impact assessment of IFRS 15. This assessment is
based on currently available information and may be subject to changes arising from further
reasonable and supportable information being made available to the Company in 2018 when the
Group adopts IFRS 15, whereas,

The Group does not expect a material impact on its balance sheet or equity on applying the
requirements of IFRS 15.

Amendments to IFRS 10 and IAS 28: Sale or Contribution of Assets between an Investor and
Its Associate or Joint Venture

The amendments address the conflict between IFRS 10 and IAS 28 in dealing with the loss of
control of a subsidiary that is sold or contributed to an associate or joint venture. The amendments
clarify that the gain or loss resulting from the sale or contribution of assets that constitute a
business, as defined in IFRS 3, between an investor and its associate or joint venture, is recognised
in full. Any gain or loss resulting from the sale or contribution of assets that do not constitute a

business, however, is recognised only to the extent of unrelated investors' interests in the associate
or joint venture.
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IFRS 2 Classification and Measurement of Share-based Payment Transactions -
Amendments to IFRS 2

The |ASB issued amendments to IFRS 2 Share-based Payment that address three main areas: the
effects of vesting conditions on the measurement of a cash-settled share-based payment
transaction; the classification of a share-based payment transaction with net settlement features for
withholding tax obligations; and accounting where a modification to the terms and conditions of a
share-based payment transaction changes its classification from cash settled to equity settled.
Entities may apply the amendments prospectively and are effective for annual periods beginning on
or after 1 January 2018, with early application permitted.

IFRS 16 Leases
During January 2016, the |IASB issued IFRS 16 “Leases” which sets out the principles for the
recognition, measurement, presentation and disclosure of leases.

IFRS 16 substantially carries forward the lessor accounting requirements in IAS 17. Accordingly, a
lessor continues to classify its leases as operating leases or finance leases, and to account for
those two types of leases differently.

IFRS 16 introduced a single lessee accounting model and requires a lessee to recognize assets
and liabilities for all leases with a term of more than 12 months, unless the underlying asset is of low
value. A lessee is required to recognize a right-of-use asset representing its right to use the
underlying leased asset and a lease liability representing its obligation to make lease payments.

The new standard will be effective for annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2019. Early
application is permitted.

IFRS 17 Insurance Contracts

IFRS 17 provides a comprehensive model for insurance contracts covering the recognition and
measurement and presentation and disclosure of insurance contracts and replaces IFRS 4 -
Insurance Contracts. The standard applies to all types of insurance contracts (i.e. life, non-life,
direct insurance and re-insurance), regardless of the type of entities that issue them, as well as to
certain guarantees and financial instruments with discretionary participation features. The standard
general model is supplemented by the variable fee approach and the premium allocation approach.

The new standard will be effective for annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2021. Early
application is permitted.
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Transfers of Investment Property (Amendments to IAS 40)

The amendments clarify when an entity should transfer property, including property under
construction or development into, or out of investment property. The amendments state that a
change in use occurs when the property meets, or ceases to meet, the definition of investment
property and there is evidence of the change in use. A mere change in management’s intentions for
the use of a property does not provide evidence of a change in use.

Entities should apply the amendments prospectively and effective for annual periods beginning on
or after 1 January 2018. Early application of the amendments is permitted and must be disclosed.

Amendments to IFRS 4 Applying IFRS 9 Financial Instruments with IFRS 4 Insurance
Contracts

In September 2016, the IASB issued amendments to IFRS 4 to address issues arising from the
different effective dates of IFRS 9 and the upcoming new insurance contracts standard (IFRS 17).
The amendments introduce two alternative options for entities issuing contracts within the scope of
IFRS 4, a temporary exemption from implementing IFRS 9 to annual periods beginning before 1
January 2021 at latest and an overlay approach that allows an entity applying IFRS 9 to reclassify
between profit or loss and other comprehensive income an amount that results in the profit or loss
at the end of the reporting period for the designated financial assets being the same as if an entity
had applied IAS 39 to these designated financial assets.

IFRIC Interpretation 22 Foreign Currency Transactions and Advance Consideration

The interpretation clarifies that in determining the spot exchange rate to use on initial recognition of
the related asset, expense or income (or part of it) on the derecognition of a non-monetary asset or
non-monetary liability relating to advance consideration, the date of the transaction is the date on
which an entity initially recognises the nonmonetary asset or non-monetary liability arising from the
advance consideration. Entities may apply the amendments on a fully retrospective or prospective
basis. The new interpretation will be effective for annual periods beginning on or after 1 January
2018. Early application of interpretation is permitted and must be disclosed

IFRIC Interpretation 23 Uncertainty over Income Tax Treatment

The Interpretation addresses the accounting for income taxes when tax treatments involve
uncertainty that affects the application of IAS 12 and does not apply to taxes or levies outside the
scope of IAS 12, nor does it specifically include requirements relating to interest and penalties
associated with uncertain tax treatments. An entity must determine whether to consider each
uncertain tax treatment separately or together with one or more other uncertain tax treatments. The

interpretation is effective for annual reporting periods beginning on or after 1January 2019, but
certain transition reliefs are available.
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
