Introduction

We have reviewed the accompanying condensed consolidated interim statement of financial
position of Arab Phoenix Holding Company (Public Shareholding Company — Holding
Company) and its subsidiaries (“the Group”), as at June 30, 2018 and the related condensed
consolidated interim statements of profit or loss and other comprehensive income, changes in
shareholders' equity and cash flows for the six months period then ended. Management is
responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of this condensed consolidated interim
financial information in accordance with International Accounting Standard number (34) “Interim
Financial Reporting”. Our responsibility is to express a conclusion on this condensed consolidated
interim financial information based on our review.

Scope of Review

Except for what is described in the below basis for qualified conclusion paragraphs, We conducted
our review in accordance with International Standard on Review Engagements (2410) “Review of
Interim Financial Information Performed by the Independent Auditor of the Entity”. A review of
condensed consolidated interim financial information consists of making inquiries, primarily of
persons responsible for financial and accounting matters, and applying analytical and other review
procedures. A review is substantially less in scope than an audit conducted in accordance with
International Standards on Auditing and consequently does not enable us to obtain assurance that
we would become aware of all significant matters that might be identified in an audit. Accordingly,
we do not express an audit opinion.

Basis for qualified conclusion

Trade receivables and other debit balances, trade payables and other credit balances, and advance
payments received against sales in the accompanying condensed consolidated interim financial
information include balances with an approximate amount as of June 30, 2018 JOD 290 K
(December 31, 2017: JOD 1,1 Million), JOD 1,7 Million (December 31, 2017: JOD 1,7 Million)
and JOD 1,2 Million (December 31, 2017: JOD 1,2 Million), respectively for which we did not
receive confirmations and we were unable to obtain sufficient and appropriate review evidence
through the performance of alternative review procedures to verify the existence, accuracy, the
recoverability and the classification of these balances, knowing that management has taken action
to reduce the unconfirmed balances by an approximate amount of JOD 14 million during the year
2017, furthermore we have been informed by the Group’s management that there are no sufficient
information available in relation to these balances up to date and that management is in the process
to secure these information, therefore we can’t determine whether any necessary adjustments are
required to the condensed consolidated interim financial information.

- The accumulated losses balance includes an amount of JOD 810,000, which represents accrued
expenses that were reversed to the other income during the year ended December 31, 2017, which
had been recorded in previous years under trade payables and other credit balances. We have not
been able to obtain sufficient and appropriate review evidence, or through alternative review
procedures on the correctness of this amount and the related treatment. We qualified our audit
opinion in the Group's consolidated financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2017
regarding this treatment and we already qualified our opinion on this balance included in the trade
payables and other credit balances in the Group's consolidated financial statements for the years
ended December 31, 2015 and 2016, accordingly we can’t determine whether any necessary
adjustments are required to the accumulated losses opening balance in the condensed consolidated
interim financial information.

Qualified Conclusion

Based on our review and except for the possible effects of what is mentioned in the basis for
qualified conclusion paragraphs above, nothing has come to our attention that causes us to believe
that the accompanying condensed consolidated interim financial information dose not present fairly
in all material respects the condensed consolidated interim financial position of the group as of
June 30, 2018 and its condensed consolidated interim financial performance and its condensed
consolidated interim cash flows for the period then ended, in accordance with International
Accounting Standard number (34) “Interim Financial Reporting”.

Emphasis of matter paragraph

Without further qualifying our conclusion, we draw attention to note (19) which states that there
are restrictions over the Group’s movable and immovable funds due to lawsuits raised against the
Group by the local Jordanian Courts for the benefit of different parties, also the Group accumulated
losses reached JOD 34,6 Million as of June 30, 2018 equivalent to 40% of the group capital
(December 31,2017 : JOD 32,8 Million), in addition to a deficit in the Group’s working capital
with an approximate amount of JOD 4,968,480 (December 31,2017 : JOD 2,4 Million). Also, the
accumulated losses for some of the subsidiaries companies exceeded its paid up capital as of June
30, 2018. These conditions indicate the existence of a material uncertainty that may cast significant
doubt about the Group’s ability to continue as a going concern, Despite the existence of the
conditions mentioned above from several years ago with different percentages and amounts, the
Group has been able to continue its operations, our conclusion is not qualified for this subject
matter, Also the Group’s management has provided us with its business plan for the year 2018,
knowing that the Group complied with the majority of its business plan items for the year 2017.

procedures in the Ministry of Industry , Trade and Supply during 2015.

Department to change the Company’s name to be (Arab Phoenix Holding Company) instead of Taameer
Jordan Holding.

Any contingent consideration payable is measured at fair value at the acquisition date. If the contingent
consideration is classified as equity, then it is not re-measured and settlement is accounted for within equity.

Balances, transactions and unrealized profits and expenses resulted from transactions within the group are
eliminated when preparing these consolidated financial statement.

Use of estimates

These condensed consolidated interim financial information have been prepared in accordance with IAS 34,
“interim financial reporting” which requires management to make judgments, estimates and assumptions
that affect the application of accounting policies and the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, income
and expense. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

In preparing these condensed consolidated interim financial information for the three months ended on June
30, 2018, significant judgments made by management in applying the Company’s accounting policies and
the key sources of estimation uncertainty were the same as those that applied to the consolidated financial
statements as at and for the year ended December 31, 2017.

The details of the new significant accounting policies and the nature of the impact of changes in previous
accounting policies are set out below:

Classification and measurement of financial assets and financial liabilities

IFRS 9 largely retains the existing requirements in IAS (39) for the classification and measurement of
financial liabilities. However, but eliminates the classification of held-to-maturity financial assets, loans
and receivables and available-for-sale assets that fall under the criteria of International Accounting
standards No. (39).

The adoption of IFRS 9 has not had a significant effect on the Group’s accounting policies related to
financial liabilities and derivative financial instruments (for derivatives that are used as hedging
instruments). The impact of IFRS 9 on the classification and measurement of financial assets is set out
below.

Under IFRS 9, on initial recognition, a financial asset is classified as measured at: amortised cost; FVOCI
— debt investment; FVOCI — equity investment; or FVTPL. The classification of financial assets under
IFRS 9 is generally based on the business model in which a financial asset is managed and its contractual
cash flow characteristics.

Financial Assets:

The Group has already adopted the first phase of IFRS (9) as of January 1%, 2011 based on the request of
the Jordan Securities Commission. There were no material differences between the first phase of the
Standard and the final version of the Standard issued on July 24, 2014.

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Under IFRS 9, on initial recognition, a financial asset is classified as measured at: amortized cost; fair
value through other comprehensive income — debt investment; fair value through other comprehensive
income — equity investment; or fair value through profit or loss. The classification of financial assets
under IFRS (9) is generally based on the business model in which a financial asset is managed and its
contractual cash flow characteristics. Derivatives embedded in contracts where the host is a financial asset
in the scope of the standard are never separated. Instead, the hybrid financial instrument as a whole is
assessed for classification.

A financial asset is measured at amortized cost if it meets both of the following conditions and is not
designated as at fair value through profit or loss:

- It’s held within a business model whose objective is to hold assets to collect contractual cash flows.

- Its contractual terms give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and
interest on the principal amount outstanding.

A debt investment is measured at fair value through other comprehensive income if it meets both of the
following conditions and is not designated as at fair value through profit or loss:

- it’s held within a business model whose objective is achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows
and selling financial assets; and

- Its contractual terms give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and
interest on the principal amount outstanding.

On initial recognition of an equity investment that is not held for trading, the Group may irrevocably elect
to present subsequent changes in the investment’s fair value in other comprehensive income. This election
is made on an investment-by-investment basis.

All financial assets not classified as measured at amortized cost or fair value through other comprehensive
income as described above are measured at fair value through profit or loss. This includes all derivative
financial assets. On initial recognition, the Group may irrevocably designate a financial asset that
otherwise meets the requirements to be measured at amortized cost or at fair value through other
comprehensive income as at fair value through profit or loss if doing so eliminates or significantly reduces
an accounting mismatch that would otherwise arise.

The accounting policies applied are similar to the accounting policies adopted by the Group (considering
that the Group has early adoption of the phase 1 of IFRS 9)

The adoption of IFRS (9) did not have any impact on the Group's condensed consolidated financial
statements with respect to financial assets.

Financial liabilities:

The adoption of IFRS (9) has no material impact on the Group's accounting policies relating to financial
liabilities. IFRS (9) has maintained the requirements of IAS (39) regarding the classification of financial
liabilities. IAS (39) requires recognition of the differences in the assessment of financial liabilities
classified as financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss in the consolidated statement of profit
or loss, whereas IFRS (9) requires:

* Recognition of differences in valuation of financial liabilities classified as financial liabilities at fair
value through statement of profit and loss as a result of changes in credit risk in the consolidated statement
of comprehensive income.

* The remaining amount of fair value valuation differences is recognized in the consolidated statement of
profit or loss:
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The Group has not classified any financial liabilities in financial liabilities at fair value through profit or
loss. Accordingly, there is no impact of applying IFRS (9) to the condensed consolidated financial
statements:

B- Impairment on financial assets:

IFRS (9) replaces the "loss recognition" model adopted in IAS (39) to calculate the impairment of
financial assets over "expected credit loss" model, which requires the use of estimates and judgments to
estimate economic factors. The model will be applied to financial assets - debt instruments classified at
amortized cost or at fair value through other comprehensive income but not to investments in equity
instruments. Where credit losses are recognized in accordance with IFRS (9), which is earlier than IAS
39).
Under IFRS (9), impairment loss are measured on either of the following bases:

- 12-month ECLs: these are ECLs that result from possible default events within the 12 months after the
reporting date.

- Lifetime ECLs: These ECLs result from all possible default events over the expected life of a financial
instrument.
The Group measures impairment allowances equal to expected credit losses within 12 months if these
assets are classified as Tier 1 and have the following characteristics:

- Debt securities that are determined to have low credit risk at the reporting date.

- Other debt securities and bank balances for which credit risk (i.e. the risk of default occurring over the
expected life of the financial instrument) has not increased significantly since initial recognition.

The expected impairment of the life of the financial instrument to maturity is calculated in the event of a
significant increase in credit risk, which requires the conversion of the financial instrument from level 1
to level 2, or if the financial instrument is applied to specific situations within the Standard, Within the
second level directly.

If the financial instrument is impaired or there is objective evidence of impairment as a result of a loss or
default after initial recognition with a negative impact on the future cash flow, the financial instrument is
transferred to the third level. The expected credit loss model requires recognition of the expected loss
over the life of the asset debt instruments are very similar to the requirements of IAS 39.

When determining whether the credit risk of financial assets has increased significantly since initial
recognition and in estimating the expected credit loss, the Group relies on reasonable and supportive
information available and relevant, including quantitative and qualitative information and analysis of this
information based on the Group's past experience and credit study, The Group assumes that the credit
risk of the financial asset has increased substantially if it is more than 30 days past due or the credit rating
of the customer has decreased by two levels.

The Group considers financial assets to be impaired when:

- The borrower likely be unable to pay its credit obligations to the Group without recourse to the procedures
for using the collateral held against such obligations (if any).
- If more than, 90 days have elapsed on maturity of financial assets.

Expected credit loss measurment mechanism

The expected credit loss calculation mechanism depends on the (probability of default), which is
calculated according to the credit risk and future economic factors, (loss given default), which depends
on the value of the existing collateral, the (exposure at default), The expected credit loss is discounted at
the effective interest rate of the financial asset.
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Credit-impaired financial assets

At each financial period, the Group evaluates the credit rating of financial assets at amortized cost and
debt securities at fair value through other consolidated statement of comprehensive income. The credit
rating of financial assets is considered to be impaired when one or more events that have a negative impact
on the estimated future cash flows of the financial asset occur.

Presentation of impairment

Provisions loss for financial assets measured at amortized cost are deducted from the total carrying
amount of the financial asset. For debt securities at fair value through other comprehensive income, the
provision for impairment is recognized in other consolidated statement of comprehensive income and is
not deducted from the carrying amount of the financial asset. The losses of other financial assets are
presented under 'Financing expenses' in the same manner of disclosure used in accordance with IAS (39).
Such disclosure is not included in the consolidated statement of profit or loss and other consolidated
statement of comprehensive income based on material considerations.

The group accumulated losses amounted to JOD (34,594,450) as of June 30, 2018 representing 40% of

the group capital.

A deficit in the working capital amounted to JOD 4,968,480.
The group faces a high debt - to - equity ratio amounted to 64% as of June 30, 2018 (December 31,
2017: 60%) as a result of the decrease in the owners’ equity due to the accumulated losses of the group.

According to the text of Article (75 - A) of the Companies Law No. (22) for the year 1997 and its
amendments " should the losses of the limited liability company exceed half of its capital, the company’s
manager or its management committee shall invite the company’s general assembly to an extraordinary
meeting in order to decide whether the company should be liquidated or continue to exist in a manner
that would rectify its position. It the general assembly fails to reach a decision in this respect within two
consecutive meetings, the controller shall grant the company a grace period of not more than a month to
reach the decision. If it fails in reaching a decision, the company shall be referred to court for the purposes
of compulsory liquidation in accordance with the provisions of the law". And According to the text of
Article (86) bis of the Companies Law No. (22) for the year 1997 and its amendments “If a private
shareholding company is exposed to gross losses so that it becomes unable to meet its obligations towards
its creditors, the board of directors shall invite the company’s extraordinary General Assembly to a
meeting to issue a decision, either to liquidate the company, or issue new shares, or any other decision
which would guarantee its ability to fulfill its obligations. If the general assembly is unable to take a
definite decision in this respect during two consecutive meetings, the controller shall give the company a
one-month grace period to take the required decision. In the event the company fails to do so, it shall be
referred to the court for compulsory liquidation in accordance with the provisions of this law”.

The Group's management plan to address the going cocern indicators are summarized as follows:
The Group succeeded during the year 2017 in Moving from restructuring and partial operation to the full
operation of most of its projects. This has helped create another major source of cash required to complete
the projects, close more legal cases through legal settlements and to raise the reservation over the assets
of the company and its subsidiaries.

2018 will be a continuation of what has been achieved during 2017 in terms of completing the work in
projects and increasing the percentage of sales in it, in addition to focusing on cash collection in various
ways available, and to resolve as many legal cases as possible to raise the remaining reservations on the
assets of the company and its subsidiaries, in addition to start studying the new opportunities available
in the Jordanian market and neighboring markets.

On the organizational level, the focus will be on correcting the current position of the subsidiaries, to
focus on the company's main field of "real estate development".

As for the plan, it is summarized in the following:

Al- Andalusia project: settlement of all receivables with customers.
Zarqa project: Completion of the second and third phase refinement, and increase of sales in the project.
Red Sea project: The completion of the first and second phases, the delivery of the villas sold in the two
stages to the owners and the collection of their receivables, and the start of completion of the third phase.
Developing and selling of land plots owned by the company and its subsidiaries.
Completion of the sale of assets that have not been needed according to the new company policy.
Management believes that the group has been able to implement most of its plan for 2017 and complete
its business in accordance with 2018 plan, so the group will be able to meet its obligations and therefore
management believes that going concern is an appropriate basis for the preparation of the financial
statements.

FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT

Market price risk

Equity price risk arises from financial assets at fair value through other comprehensive income that is
held to meet the partially unfunded portion of the Group's liabilities as well as investments at fair value
through statement of income. The group's management monitors the debt and securities portfolio in its
market-based investment portfolio.
