1. GENERAL INFORMATION 
• Arab Bank was established in 1930, and is registered as a Jordanian public shareholding 

limited company. The Head Office of the Bank is domiciled in Amman - Hashemite 
Kingdom of Jordan and the Bank operates worldwide through its 80 branches in Jordan 
and 125 branches abroad . Also, the Bank operates through its subsidiaries and Arab 
Bank (Switzerland) limited. 

• Arab Bank Pic shares are traded on Amman Stock Exchange. The share of Arab Bank 
represents the Bank's share in all entities of Arab Bank Group except for Arab Bank 
(Switzerland) Limited, the shares of which are stapled with Arab Bank shares and are 
traded at the same time. 

• The accompanying interim condensed consolidated financial statements were approved 
by the Board of Directors in their meeting Number (5) on 28 October 2019.

• The interim condensed consolidated financial statements comprise the financial statements 
of the Bank and its subsidiaries where the Bank holds control over the subsidiaries. The 
control exists when the Bank controls the subsidiaries significant and relevant activities and 
is exposed, or has rights, to variable returns from its involvement with the subsidiaries and 
has the ability to affect those returns through its power over the subsidiaries. 

• The interim condensed consolidated financial statements of subsidiaries is prepared using 
the same accounting policies used by the Group. When necessary, adjustments are made 
to the financial statements of subsidiaries to bring their accounting policies into line with 
those used by the Group. 

• The results of operations of the subsidiaries are included in the interim condensed 
consolidated statement of income effective from the acquisition date, which is the date of 
transfer of control over the subsidiary by the Group. The results of operations of 
subsidiaries disposed are included in the Interim Condensed Consolidated statement of 
income up to the effective date of disposal, which is the date of loss of control over the 
subsidiary. 

• Upon consolidation of the Interim Condensed Consolidated financial statements, inter­
Group transactions and balances between Arab Bank pic and Arab Bank (Switzerland) 
Limited and other subsidiaries are eliminated. Non-controlling interests (the interest not 
owned by the Group in the equity of subsidiaries) are stated separately within shareholders' 
equity in the Interim Condensed Consolidated statement of financial position. 

3. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING ESTIMATES AND POLICIES 

Basis of preparation of the Interim Condensed Consolidated Financial Statements 
• The accompanying Interim Condensed Consolidated financial statements has been prepared 

in accordance with International Accounting Standard (lAS) 34 "Interim Financial Reporting". 

• The Interim Condensed Consolidated financial statements are prepared in accordance with 
the historical cost principle, except for financial assets at fair value through profit or loss, 
financial assets at fair value through other comprehensive income and financial derivatives, 
which are stated at fair value as of the date of the interim condensed consolidated financial 
statements. 

• The accompanying Interim Condensed Consolidated financial statements do not include all 
the information and disclosures required for the annual financial statements, which are 
prepared in accordance with the International Financial Reporting Standards and must be 
read with the consolidated financial statements of the Group as of 31 December 2018. In 
addition, the results of the Group's operations for the nine months ended 30 September 2019 
do not necessarily represent indications of the expected results for the year ending 31 
December 2019, and do not contain the appropriation of the profit of the current period, 
which is usually performed at year end. 
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The accounting policies adopted in the preparation of the Interim Condensed Consolidated 
financial statements are consistent with those adopted for the year ended 31 December 2018, 
except for the adoption of new standards and amendments effective as of 1 January 2019: 

IFRS 16 Leases 

IFRS 16 supersedes lAS 17 Leases, IFRIC 4 Determining whether an Arrangement contains a 
Lease, SIC-15 Operating Leases-Incentives and SIC-27 Evaluating the Substance of Transactions 
Involving the Legal Form of a Lease. The standard sets out the principles for the recognition, 
measurement, presentation and disclosure of leases and requires lessees to account for most 
leases under a single on-balance sheet model. 

Lessor accounting under IFRS 16 is substantially unchanged from lAS 17. Lessors will continue to 
classify leases as either operating or finance leases using similar principles as in lAS 17. 
Therefore, IFRS 16 did not have an impact for leases where the Group is the lessor. 

The Group adopted IFRS 16 using the modified retrospective approach with the date of initial 
application of 1 January 2019 accordingly, prior year financial statements were not restated. The 
Group elected to use the transition practical expedient allowing the standard to be applied only to 
contracts that were previously identified as leases applying lAS 17 and IFRIC 4 at the date of 
initial application. The Group also elected to use the recognition exemptions for lease contracts 
that, at the commencement date, have a lease term of 12 months or less and do not contain a 
purchase option ('short-term leases'), and lease contracts for which the underlying asset is of low 
value ('low-value assets') .

The Group has lease contracts for various items of property and equipment. Before the adoption 
of IFRS 16, the Group classified each of its leases (as lessee) at the inception date as either a 
finance lease or an operating lease. A lease was classified as a finance lease if it transferred 
substantially all of the risks and rewards incidental to ownership of the leased asset to the Group; 
otherwise it was classified as an operating lease. Finance leases were capitalized at the 
commencement of the lease at the inception date at the fair value of the leased property or, if 
lower, at the present value of the minimum lease payments. 
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Lease payments were apportioned between interest (recognised as finance costs) and reduction 
of the lease liability. In an operating lease, the leased property was not capitalized and the lease 
payments were recognised as rent expense in profit or loss on a straight-line basis over the lease 
term. Any prepaid rent and accrued rent were recognised under Prepayments and Trade and 
other payables, respectively. 

Upon adoption of IFRS 16, the Group applied a single recognition and measurement approach for 
all leases, except for short-term leases and leases of low-value assets. The standard provides 
specific transition requirements and practical expedients, which has been applied by the Group. 

• Leases previously classified as finance leases 

The Group did not change the initial carrying amounts of recognized assets and liabilities at the 
date of initial application for leases previously classified as finance leases (i.e., the right-of-use 
assets and lease liabilities equal the lease assets and liabilities recognized under lAS 17). The 
requirements of IFRS 16 was applied to these leases from 1 January 2019. 

• Leases previously accounted for as operating leases 

The Group recognised right-of-use assets and operating lease liabilities for those leases 
previously classified as operating leases, except for short-term leases and leases of low-value 
assets. The right-of-use assets for most leases were recognised based on the carrying amount as 
if the standard had always been applied, apart from the use of incremental borrowing rate at the 
date of initial application. In some leases, the right-of-use assets were recognised based on the 
amount equal to the lease liabilities, adjusted for any related prepaid and accrued lease payments 
previously recognised . Lease liabilities were recognized based on the present value of the 
remaining lease payments, discounted using the incremental borrowing rate at the date of initial 
application. 

The Group also applied the available practical expedients wherein it: 

• Used a single discount rate to a portfolio of leases with reasonably similar characteristics 

• Relied on its assessment of whether leases are onerous immediately before the date of initial 
application 

• Applied the short-term leases exemptions to leases with lease term that ends within 12 months at 
the date of initial application 

• Excluded the initial direct costs from the measurement of the right-of-use asset at the date of 
initial application 

• Used hindsight in determining the lease term where the contract contains options to extend or 
terminate the lease

IFRIC Interpretation 23 Uncertainty over Income Tax Treatment 

The Interpretation addresses the accounting for income taxes when tax treatments involve 
uncertainty that affects the application of lAS 12 and does not apply to taxes or levies outside the 
scope of lAS 12, nor does it specifically include requirements relating to interest and penalties 
associated with uncertain tax treatments. An entity must determine whether to consider each 
uncertain tax treatment separately or together with one or more other uncertain tax treatments. 
The interpretation is effective for annual reporting periods beginning on or after 1January 2019, 
but certain transition reliefs are available. 

These amendments do not have any impact on the Group's interim condensed consolidated 
financial statements. 

Amendments to I FRS 9: Prepayment Features with Negative Compensation 

Under IFRS 9, a debt instrument can be measured at amortised cost or at fa ir value through other 
comprehensive income, provided that the contractual cash flows are 'solely payments of principal 
and interest on the principal amount outstanding ' (the SPPI criterion) and the instrument is held 
within the appropriate business model for that classification. The amendments to IFRS 9 clarify 
that a financial asset passes the SPPI criterion regardless of the event or circumstance that 
causes the early termination of the contract and irrespective of which party pays or receives 
reasonable compensation for the early termination of the contract. 

These amendments do not have any impact on the Group's interim condensed consolidated 
financial statements. 
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Amendments to I FRS 10 and lAS 28: Sale or Contribution of Assets between an Investor 
and Its Associate or Joint Venture 

The amendments address the conflict between IFRS 10 and lAS 28 in dealing with the loss of 
control of a subsidiary that is sold or contributed to an associate or joint venture. The amendments 
clarify that the gain or loss resulting from the sale or contribution of assets that constitute a 
business, as defined in IFRS 3, between an investor and its associate or joint venture, is 
recognised in full . Any gain or loss resulting from the sale or contribution of assets that do not 
constitute a business, however, is recognised only to the extent of unrelated investors' interests in 
the associate or joint venture. The IASB has deferred the effective date of these amendments 
indefinitely, but an entity that early adopts the amendments must apply them prospectively. 

These amendments do not have any impact on the Group's interim condensed consolidated 
financial statements. 

Amendments to lAS 28: Long-term interests in associates and joint ventures 

The amendments clarify that an entity applies IFRS 9 to long-term interests in an associate or joint 
venture to which the equity method is not applied but that, in substance, form part of the net 
investment in the associate or joint venture (long-term interests). This clarification is relevant 
because it implies that the expected credit loss model in IFRS 9 applies to such long-term 
interests. 

The amendments also clarified that, in applying IFRS 9, an entity does not take account of any 
losses of the associate or joint venture, or any impairment losses on the net investment, 
recognised as adjustments to the net investment in the associate or joint venture that arise from 
applying lAS 28 Investments in Associates and Joint Ventures. 

These amendments do not have any impact on the Group's interim condensed consolidated 
financial statements. 

Accounting Estimates 

• The accounting estimates adopted in the preparation of the Interim Condensed 
Consolidated financial statements are reasonable and consistent with those adopted for 
the year ended 31 December 2018. 

Use of estimate 

Provision for impairment- ECL 

In determining impairment of financial assets, judgement is required in the estimation of the 
amount and timing of future cash flows as well as an assessment of whether the credit risk 
on the financial asset has increased significantly since initial recognition and incorporation of 
forward-looking information in the measurement of ECL. 
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Inputs. assumptions and techniques used for ECL calculation -IFRS9 Methodology 

Key concepts in IFRS 9 that have the most significant impact and require a high level of 
judgment, as considered by the Group while determining the impact assessment, are: 

• Assessment of Significant Increase in Credit Risk 

To assess whether the credit risk on a financial asset has increased significantly since 
origination, the Group compares the risk of default occurring over the expected life of the 
financial asset at the reporting date to the corresponding risk of default at origination, using 
key risk indicators that are used in the Group's existing risk management processes. 

Our assessment of significant increases in credit risk will be performed at least quarterly for 
each individual exposure based on three factors. If any of the following factors indicates that 
a significant increase in credit risk has occurred, the instrument will be moved from 
Stage 1 to Stage 2: 

1. We have established thresholds for significant increases in credit risk based on 
movement in PDs relative to initial recognition. 

2. Additional qualitative reviews will be performed to assess the staging results and 
make adjustments, as necessary, to better reflect the positions which have 
significantly increased in risk. 

3. Instruments which are 45 days past due have experienced a significant increase in 
credit risk. Central Bank of Jordan in its instructions requested to apply 60 days past 
due for significant increase in credit risk which is subject to decrease to 30 days in 3 
years. Arab Bank applies 45 days past due in this regard . 

Movements between Stage 2 and Stage 3 are based on whether financial assets are credit­
impaired as at the reporting date. The determination of credit-impairment under IFRS 9 will 
be similar to the individual assessment of financial assets for objective evidence of 
impairment under lAS 39, as mentioned in the "Definition of default" below. 

• Macroeconomic Factors, Forward Looking Information (FLI) and Multiple Scenarios 

The measurement of expected credit losses for each stage and the assessment of significant 
increases in credit risk must consider information about past events and current conditions 
as well as reasonable and supportable forecasts of future events and economic conditions. 
The estimation and application of forward-looking information will require significant 
judgment. 

Probability of Default (PO), Loss Given Default (LGD) and Exposure At Default (EAD) inputs 
used to estimate Stage 1 and Stage 2 credit loss allowances are modelled based on the 
macroeconomic variables (or changes in macroeconomic variables) that are most closely 
correlated with credit losses in the relevant portfolio. 

Each macroeconomic scenario used in our expected cred it loss calculation will have 
forecasts of the relevant macroeconomic variables. 
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The estimation of expected credit losses in Stage 1 and Stage 2 will be a discounted 
probability-weighted estimate that considers a minimum of three future macroeconomic 
scenarios. 

The base case scenario will be based on macroeconomic forecasts (e.g.: GDP, inflation, 
interest rate .. . ). Upside and downside scenarios will be set relative to our base case 
scenario based on reasonably possible alternative macroeconomic conditions. Scenario 
design, including the identification of additional downside scenarios will occur on at least an 
annual basis and more frequently if conditions warrant. 

Scenarios will be probability-weighted according to the best estimate of their relative 
likelihood based on historical frequency and current trends and conditions. Probability 
weights will be updated on a quarterly basis. All scenarios considered will be applied to all 
portfolios subject to expected credit losses with the same probabilities. 

• Definition of Default 

The definition of default used in the measurement of expected credit losses and the 
assessment to determine movement between stages will be consistent with the definition of 
default used for internal credit risk management purposes. IFRS 9 does not define default, 
but contains a rebuttable presumption that default has occurred when an exposure is greater 
than 90 days past due. 

The Group has set out the definition of default where a default is considered to have 
occurred when either or both of the two following events have taken place: 

• The obligor is considered unlikely to pay its credit obligations in full 
• The obligor is past due for 90 days or more on any material credit obligation. 

• Expected Life 

When measuring ECL, the Group must consider the maximum contractual period over which 
the Bank is exposed to credit risk. All contractual terms should be considered when 
determining the expected life, including prepayment options and extension and rollover 
options. For certain revolving credit facilities that do not have a fixed maturity, the expected 
life is estimated based on the period over which the Group is exposed to credit risk and 
where the credit losses would not be mitigated by management actions.

1. GENERAL INFORMATION 
• Arab Bank was established in 1930, and is registered as a Jordanian public shareholding 

limited company. The Head Office of the Bank is domiciled in Amman - Hashemite 
Kingdom of Jordan and the Bank operates worldwide through its 80 branches in Jordan 
and 125 abroad. 

• Arab Bank Pic shares are traded on Amman Stock Exchange. The share of Arab Bank 
represents the Bank's share in all entities of Arab Bank Group except for Arab Bank 
(Switzerland) Limited, the shares of which are stapled with Arab Bank shares and are 
traded at the same time. 

• The accompanying Interim Condensed financial statements were approved by the Board 
of Directors in their meeting Number (5) on October 28, 2019. 

2. BASIS OF PRESENTATION OF THE INTERIM CONDENSED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
• The accompanying Interim Condensed financial statements include the financial 

statements of the Bank's branches both in Jordan and abroad after eliminating inter­
branch transactions and balances. The Interim Condensed financial statements of the 
Bank's branches operating outside the Kingdom of Jordan are translated to Jordanian 
Dinars using the exchange rates prevailing as at the date of the financial statements. 

• The Bank issues consolidated financial statements for Arab Bank pic and its subsidiaries, 
including the financial statements of Arab Bank (Switzerland) Limited. 

3. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES AND ESTIMATES 

Basis of preparation of the Interim Condensed financial statements 

• The accompanying Interim Condensed financial statements was prepared in accordance 

with the International Accounting Standard (lAS) 34 "interim financial reporting". 
• The accompanying Interim Condensed financial statements of Arab Bank Pic should be 

read with the condensed consolidated interim financial statements for Arab Bank Group 
as it is an integral part of it. 

• The accompanying Interim Condensed financial statements are prepared in accordance 
with the historical cost principle, except for certain financial assets and financial liabilities 
which are stated at fair value as of the date of the financial statements. 
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• The accompanying Interim Condensed financial statements do not include all the 
information and disclosures to the financial statements required in the annual financial 
statements, which are prepared in accordance with International Financial Reporting 
Standards. Therefore, this Interim Condensed financial statements should be read with the 
financial statements of the Bank as of December 31 , 2018. 
Moreover, the results of the Bank's operations for the nine months ended 
September 30, 2019, do not necessarily represent indications of the expected results for 
the year ending December 31 , 2019, and do not contain the appropriation of the profit of 
the current period, which is usually performed at the year end. 

• The Interim Condensed financial statements is presented in Jordanian Dinar, which is the 
Bank's functional currency. 

• The accounting pol icies used in the preparation of the interim condensed financial 
statements are consistent with those used in the preparation of the annual financial 
statements for the year ended 31 December 2018 except for the adoption of new standards 
effective as of 1 January 2019 shown below 

IFRS 16 Leases 

IFRS 16 supersedes lAS 17 Leases, IFRIC 4 Determining whether an Arrangement contains a 
Lease, SIC-15 Operating Leases-Incentives and SIC-27 Evaluating the Substance of 
Transactions Involving the Legal Form of a Lease. The standard sets out the principles for the 
recognition, measurement, presentation and disclosure of leases and requires lessees to 
account for most leases under a single on-balance sheet model. 

Lessor accounting under IFRS 16 is substantially unchanged from lAS 17. Lessors will continue 
to classify leases as either operating or finance leases using similar principles as in lAS 17. 
Therefore, IFRS 16 did not have an impact for leases where the Bank is the lessor. 

The Bank adopted IFRS 16 using the modified retrospective approach with the date of initial 
application of 1 January 2019 accordingly, prior year financial statements were not restated. The 
Bank elected to use the transition practical expedient allowing the standard to be applied only to 
contracts that were previously identified as leases applying lAS 17 and IFRIC 4 at the date of 
initial application. The Bank also elected to use the recognition exemptions for lease contracts 
that, at the commencement date, have a lease term of 12 months or less and do not contain a 
purchase option ('short-term leases'), and lease contracts for which the underlying asset is of 
low value ('low-value assets').

a) Nature of the effect of adoption of /FRS 16 

The Bank has lease contracts for various items of plant, equipment. Before the adoption of I FRS 
16, the Bank classified each of its leases (as lessee) at the inception date as either a finance 
lease or an operating lease. A lease was classified as a finance lease if it transferred substantially 
all of the risks and rewards incidental to ownership of the leased asset to the Bank; otherwise it 
was classified as an operating lease. Finance leases were capitalised at the commencement of 
the lease at the inception date at the fair value of the leased property or, if lower, at the present 
value of the minimum lease payments. 

Lease payments were apportioned between interest (recognised as finance costs) and reduction 
of the lease liability. In an operating lease, the leased property was not capitalised and the lease 
payments were recognised as rent expense in profit or loss on a straight-line basis over the lease 
term. Any prepaid rent and accrued rent were recognised under Prepayments and Trade and 
other payables, respectively. 

Upon adoption of IFRS 16, the Bank applied a single recognition and measurement approach for 
all leases, except for short-term leases and leases of low-value assets. The standard provides 
specific transition requirements and practical expedients, which has been applied by the Bank. 
• Leases previously classified as finance leases 
The Bank did not change the initial carrying amounts of recognised assets and liabilities at the 
date of initial application for leases previously classified as finance leases (i.e., the right-of-use 
assets and lease liabilities equal the lease assets and liabilities recognised under lAS 17). The 
requirements of IFRS 16 was applied to these leases from 1 January 2019. 
• Leases previously accounted for as operating leases 
The Bank recognised right-of-use assets and operating lease liabilities for those leases 
previously classified as operating leases, except for short-term leases and leases of low-value 
assets. The right-of-use assets for most leases were recognised based on the carrying amount 
as if the standard had always been applied, apart from the use of incremental borrowing rate at 
the date of initial application. In some leases, the right-of-use assets were recognised based on 
the amount equal to the lease liabilities, adjusted for any related prepaid and accrued lease 
payments previously recognised . Lease liabilities were recognised based on the present value 
of the remaining lease payments, discounted using the incremental borrowing rate at the date of 
initial application. 

The Bank also applied the available practical expedients wherein it: 

• Used a single discount rate to a portfolio of leases with reasonably similar characteristics 

• Relied on its assessment of whether leases are onerous immediately before the date of initial 
application 

• Applied the short-term leases exemptions to leases with lease term that ends within 12 months 
at the date of initial application 

• Excluded the initial direct costs from the measurement of the right-of-use asset at the date of 
initial application 

• Used hindsight in determining the lease term where the contract contains options to extend or 
terminate the lease 
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IFRIC Interpretation 23 Uncertainty over Income Tax Treatment 

The Interpretation addresses the accounting for income taxes when tax treatments involve 
uncertainty that affects the application of lAS 12 and does not apply to taxes or levies outside 
the scope of lAS 12, nor does it specifically include requirements relating to interest and penalties 
associated with uncertain tax treatments. An entity must determine whether to consider each 
uncertain tax treatment separately or together with one or more other uncertain tax treatments. 
The interpretation is effective for annual reporting periods beginning on or after 1 January 2019, 
but certain transition reliefs are available. 

These amendments do not have any impact on the Bank's financial statements. 

Amendments to IFRS 9: Prepayment Features with Negative Compensation 

Under IFRS 9, a debt instrument can be measured at amortised cost or at fair value through 
other comprehensive income, provided that the contractual cash flows are 'solely payments of 
principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding' (the SPPI criterion) and the instrument 
is held within the appropriate business model for that classification. The amendments to I FRS 9 
clarify that a financial asset passes the SPPI criterion regardless of the event or circumstance 
that causes the early termination of the contract and irrespective of which party pays or receives 
reasonable compensation for the early termination of the contract. 

These amendments do not have any impact on the Bank's financial statements. 

Amendments to IFRS 10 and lAS 28: Sale or Contribution of Assets between an Investor 

and Its Associate or Joint Venture 

The amendments address the conflict between I FRS 10 and lAS 28 in dealing with the loss of 
control of a subsidiary that is sold or contributed to an associate or joint venture. The 
amendments clarify that the gain or loss resulting from the sale or contribution of assets that 
constitute a business, as defined in IFRS 3, between an investor and its associate or joint 
venture, is recognised in full . Any gain or loss resulting from the sale or contribution of assets 
that do not constitute a business, however, is recognised only to the extent of unrelated investors' 
interests in the associate or joint venture. The IASB has deferred the effective date of these 
amendments indefinitely, but an entity that early adopts the amendments must apply them 
prospectively. 

These amendments do not have any impact on the Bank's financial statements. 

Amendments to lAS 28: Long-term interests in associates and joint ventures 

The amendments clarify that an entity applies IFRS 9 to long-term interests in an associate or 
joint venture to which the equity method is not applied but that, in substance, form part of the net 
investment in the associate or joint venture (long-term interests). This clarification is relevant 
because it implies that the expected credit loss model in IFRS 9 applies to such long-term 
interests. 

The amendments also clarified that, in applying IFRS 9, an entity does not take account of any 
losses of the associate or joint venture, or any impairment losses on the net investment, 
recognised as adjustments to the net investment in the associate or joint venture that arise from 
applying lAS 28 Investments in Associates and Joint Ventures. 

These amendments do not have any impact on the Bank's financial statements 
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Accounting Estimates 

• The accounting estimates adopted in the preparation of the condensed interim financial 
statements are reasonable and consistent with those adopted for the year ended 
December 31 , 2018 

• 
• Expected Credit losses 

In determining impairment of financial assets, judgement is required in the estimation of the 
amount and timing of future cash flows as well as an assessment of whether the credit risk 
on the financial asset has increased significantly since initial recognition and incorporation 
of forward-looking information in the measurement of ECL. 

Inputs, assumptions and techniques used for ECL calculation- IFRS9 Methodology 

Key concepts in IFRS 9 that have the most significant impact and require a high level of 
judgment, as considered by the Bank while determining the impact assessment, are: 

• Assessment of Significant Increase in Credit Risk 

To assess whether the credit risk on a financial asset has increased significantly since 
origination, the Bank compares the risk of default occurring over the expected life of the 
financial asset at the reporting date to the corresponding risk of default at origination, using 
key risk indicators that are used in the Bank's existing risk management processes. 

Our assessment of significant increases in credit risk will be performed at least quarterly 
for each individual exposure based on three factors. If any of the following factors indicates 
that a significant increase in credit risk has occurred , the instrument will be moved from 
Stage 1 to Stage 2: 

1. We have established thresholds for significant increases in credit risk based on 
movement in PDs relative to initial recognition . 

2. Additional qualitative reviews will be performed to assess the staging results and 
make adjustments, as necessary, to better reflect the positions which have 
significantly increased in risk. 

3. Instruments which are 45 days past due have experienced a significant increase in 
credit risk. Central Bank of Jordan in its instructions requested to apply 60 days past 
due for significant increase in credit risk which is subject to decrease to 30 days in 
3 years. Arab Bank applies 45 days past due in this regard . 
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Movements between Stage 2 and Stage 3 are based on whether financial assets are credit­
impaired as at the reporting date. The determination of credit-impairment under I FRS 9 will 
be similar to the individual assessment of financial assets for objective evidence of 
impairment under lAS 39, as mentioned in the "Definition of default" below. 

• Macroeconomic Factors, Forward Looking Information (FLI) and Multiple Scenarios 

The measurement of expected credit losses for each stage and the assessment of 
significant increases in credit risk must consider information about past events and current 
conditions as well as reasonable and supportable forecasts of future events and economic 
conditions. The estimation and application of forward-looking information will require 
significant judgment. 

PO, Loss Given Default (LGD) and Exposure At Default (EAD) inputs used to estimate 
Stage 1 and Stage 2 credit loss allowances are modelled based on the macroeconomic 
variables (or changes in macroeconomic variables) that are most closely correlated with 
credit losses in the relevant portfolio. 

Each macroeconomic scenario used in our expected credit loss calculation will have 
forecasts of the relevant macroeconomic variables. 

The estimation of expected credit losses in Stage 1 and Stage 2 will be a discounted 
probability-weighted estimate that considers a minimum of three future macroeconomic 
scenarios. 

The base case scenario will be based on macroeconomic forecasts (e.g.: GOP, inflation, 
interest rate ... ). Upside and downside scenarios will be set relative to our base case 
scenario based on reasonably possible alternative macroeconomic conditions. Scenario 
design, including the identification of additional downside scenarios will occur on at least 
an annual basis and more frequently if conditions warrant. 

Scenarios will be probability-weighted according to the best estimate of their relative 
likelihood based on historical frequency and current trends and conditions. Probability 
weights will be updated on a quarterly basis. All scenarios considered will be applied to all 
portfolios subject to expected credit losses with the same probabilities. 
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• Definition of default 

The definition of default used in the measurement of expected credit losses and the 
assessment to determine movement between stages will be consistent with the definition 
of default used for internal credit risk management purposes. !FRS 9 does not define 
default, but contains a rebuttable presumption that default has occurred when an exposure 
is greater than 90 days past due. 

The Bank has set out the definition of default where a default is considered to have occurred 
when either or both of the two following events have taken place: 

• The obligor is considered unlikely to pay its credit obligations in full 
• The obligor is past due for 90 days or more on any material credit obligation. 

• Expected Life 

When measuring ECL, the Bank must consider the maximum contractual period over which 
the Bank is exposed to credit risk. All contractual terms should be considered when 
determining the expected life, including prepayment options and extension and rollover 
options. For certain revolving credit facilities that do not have a fixed maturity, the expected 
life is estimated based on the period over which the Bank is exposed to credit risk and 
where the credit losses would not be mitigated by management actions.
