1. INCORPORATION AND ACTIVITIES

Cairo Amman Bank was established as a public sharehoiding company, registered and
incorporated in Jordan in 1960, in accordance with the Jordanian Companies Laws and
Regulations No. (12) for the year 1964.

The Bank provides its banking and financial services through its head office located in Amman
and its 92 branches located in Jordan, 21 branches in Palestine, one in Bahrain and through
its subsidiaries.

The Bank’s shares are listed on the Amman Stock Exchange.

Basis of Preparation

The accompanying condensed consolidated interim financial information have been prepared
in accordance with the International Accounting Standard No. (34) “Interim Financial
Reporting”.

The reporting currency of the condensed consolidated interim financial information is the
Jordanian Dinar, which is the functional currency of the Bank.

The condensed consolidated interim financial information does not include all notes and
information presented in the annual financial statements and should be read with the bank’s
annual report for the year ended December 31, 2018. The results of the nine months ended
September 30, 2019 do not indicate the expected results for the fiscal year ending December
31, 2019.

Judgments, estimates and risk management

The preparation of the condensed interim financial information requires management to make
judgments, estimates and assumptions that affects the application of accounting policies and
the reported amounts of assets, liabilities, income and expenses, Actual results may differ
from these estimates.

The Bank has selected the simplified approach application permitted by IFRS (16} upon
adoption of the new standard. During the first time application of IFRS (16) to operating leases,
the right to use the leased assets was generally measured at the amount of lease liability,
using the interest rate at the time of first application.

Right-of use assets were measured at the amount equal to the lease liability, adjusted by the.

amount of any prepaid or accrued lease payments relating to that lease recognised in the
balance sheet as at December 31, 2018. There were no adjustments on the retained earnings
as of January 1%,2019 using this approach.

Extension and fermination options in lease contracts:
