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The Profits In 2023 were the Second-Highest Profits Ever Achieved
by Companies Historically

142 companies out of the listed companies which arerequired to submit their audited annual financial
statements for the period ended on 31/12/2023, have provided the ASE with the financial reports
during the specified period, which ended on 31/03/2024, through the e- disclosure System XBRL,
he indicated that the insurance companies were given a time limit until 31/5/2024 to submit the
ASE with their audited annual financial statements for the period ended 31/12/2023, in line with the
Jordan Securities Commission Board of Commissioners' related decision, noting that two insurance
companies provided the ASE with the required financial statements. In light of this exception, the
compliance percentage of the remaining listed companies in submitting the required financial
reports within the specified period reached 98%. This high percentage reflects the compliance of
listed companies with the laws and regulations, and the compliance of such companies with the
principles and standards of transparency and disclosure.

The profits after tax attributable to the company's shareholders for the year 2023 for the public
shareholding companies listed on the ASE that provided their financial statements reached
JD1916.7 million, compared to JD2447.2 million for the year 2022, a decrease of 21.7%, Noting
that the profits of insurance companies, which were given a deadline till the end of May 2024, were
excluded from the profits of the two comparative years. Also, Profits before tax for these companies
decreased, reaching JD2781.2 million for the year 2023, compared to JD3377.9 million for the year
2022, a decrease of 17.7%. Despite this decrease that companies experienced in 2023 compared to
2022, the profits for the year 2023 are still considered the second-highest profits ever achieved by
companies historically.

In terms of sectors, profits after tax attributable to the company's shareholders for the financial
sector of companies that provided the ASE with their financial statement increased by 12.9%, the
services sector decreased by 17.0%, and the industrial sector decreased by 43.7% as the number of
companies that achieved profits for the year 2023 among the companies that provided the ASE with
their financial statement amounted to 98 companies. Whereas the number of companies that made
losses reached 44 companies for the year 2023.

According to the Directives for Listing Securities on the ASE, all listed companies should provide
the ASE with their audited annual financial statements within the specified period. and the ASE has
posted the financial statements through the ASE website www.exchange.jo/en under the Circulars

and Disclosures/ annual financial reports window.

Also, the ASE will continue suspending the trading in shares of Winter Valley Tourism Investment
and Union Land Development Corporation due to their failure to provide the ASE with their previous
financial statements, in addition to the annual financial statements for the period ended 31/12/2023,
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noting that the shares of these companies shall continue to be available for trading in the Unlisted
Securities Market.

With regard to the companies that were granted a period to comply with listing conditions in the
Second Market, the Afaq Holding for Investment & Real Estate Development company has Failed
to provide the ASE with its audited annual financial Statements for the year 2023 within the
specified period. Accordingly, the ASE has suspended its shares and will delist the shares of the
aforementioned company, and shall be allowed for trading in the Unlisted Securities Market, in
accordance to the provisions of Article (17/A/5) of the Directives for Listing Securities.

required financial statement. In light of this exception, the compliance percentage of the remaining
listed companies in submitting the required financial reports within the specified period reached
97%.This high percentage reflects the compliance of listed companies with the laws and regulations,
and the compliance of such companies with the principles and standards of transparency and
disclosure.

According to the Directives for Listing Securities on the ASE, all listed companies should provide
the ASE with their reviewed interim financial statements within the specified period. the ASE has
posted the financial statements on the ASE website www.exchange.jo/en under the Circulars and
Disclosures/ quarterly reports window.

Noting that the profits after tax attributable to the company's shareholders for the first quarter
of 2024 for the public shareholding companies listed on the ASE that provided their financial
statements decreased to reach JD518.1 million, compared to JD585.5 million for the first quarter of
2023, a decrease of 11.5%. Profits before tax for these companies also decreased, reaching JD750.2
million for the first quarter of 2024, compared to JD806.1 million for the first quarter of 2023, a
decrease of 6.9%.

In terms of sectors, profits after tax for the financial sector increased by 4.4%, the services sector
decreased by 16.2%, and the industrial sector decreased by 32.8%. as two companies namely, UNION
INVESTMENT CORPORATION and UNION TOBACCO & CIGARETTE INDUSTRIES have failed to provide
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the ASE with their reviewed interim financial statements for the period ended on 31/3/2024 during
the specified period. Accordingly, the ASE suspended their shares from trading as of Wednesday
01/05/2024. The trading in these companies’ shares will remain suspended until they provide the
ASE with the required financial statements.

The conference featured six engaging panel discussions, each focusing on a distinct aspect of the
capital market landscape: “The architecture of financial markets’ infrastructures”, “Capital Markets
development trends and challenges”, “Beyond Capital Markets: Instruments, Technology and
Synergy”, “Financial Intermediation: Challenges and Business Opportunities”, “Pre- and Post-trade
Infrastructures: Driver or Anchor”, “ESG and IR: Concerning Points".

Mr.Saad Alawneh, Director of the Listing Department at the ASE participated as a speakerin the panel
on “ESG and IR: Concerning Points”., where he reviewed the ASE efforts to spread the sustainability
culture in the capital market and its procedures over the past years through many measures, the
most recent of which was to oblige the listed companies included in the ASE20 index sample to
issue sustainability reports starting from 2022, in accordance with GRI standards, in preparation for
gradually applying it to the rest of the listed companies in the coming years, as the ASE organized
a number of seminars for the officials of these companies and holding training courses for ASE
employees in order to introduce the importance of issuing sustainability reports by companies,
and how to prepare those reports in accordance with the latest relevant international standards.
As well as obliging the twenty major companies to establish a special investor relations unit due to
the importance of the role played by investor relations in opening effective bilateral communication
channels with relevant financial analysts, investors, media representatives, shareholders and
others, and transferring information and opinions from and to the board of directors and senior
executive management in the company, which leads to strengthening the relationship with current
and potential investors and reaching a fair pricing of the company's shares.
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During the FEAS Board of Directors meeting, new members were accepted into the federation, as the
International Trading System Company was approved to join as a full member and the swissQuant
Group AG as an associate member in the Federation.

It's worth mentioning that the FEAS was established on May 16, 1995 and includes 12 founding
members. Its purpose is to contribute to the cooperation, development, support and promotion of
capital markets in the Euro- Asian region (i.e. Europe, Asia and the Mediterranean Basin).

Jean-Christophe Carret, the Regional Director for the Middle East
at the World Bank, said, "The Qatari Partnership Framework focuses on enhancing the utilization
of human capital in the Kingdom, particularly among youth and women, and integrating climate
action into government efforts to achieve growth. This framework will also support the Jordanian
government in implementing economic reforms and modernizing the public sector, helping to
enhance the kingdom's resilience to crises.” Within this framework, the World Bank will contribute
to supporting Jordan in implementing its Economic Modernization Vision, its executive program,
and its roadmap for public sector modernization, focusing on three main pillars: firstly, increasing
and improving job opportunities in the private sector, focusing on priority reforms that support
investment and high-potential sectors; secondly, enhancing human capital outcomes by targeting
education reforms linked to future jobs, improving healthcare, and supporting the sustainability of
social protection; and thirdly, enhancing resilience and sustainability of resources, including water,
energy, and urban development.

» The Open Market Operations Committee at the Central Bank of Jordan has decided to maintain
interest rates on monetary policy instruments at their current level without any changes. During
its third meeting of the year, the committee discussed economic and monetary developments in
the Kingdom, which demonstrated the resilience of the national economy and its ability to continue
positive performance momentum despite prevailing regional conditions. The central bank's foreign
reserves have reached currently a new record level of $19.1 billion. Bank deposits increased by
approximately JD 2.2 billion at the end of February 2024, with a growth rate of 5.1% on an annual
basis, reaching JD 44.3 billion.
